The reason I chose eclipse out of the rest of the Twilight Saga (Twilight, New Moon, Breaking Dawn) was that this book is my favourite book of the series.

Eclipse has a great view on both fantasy and the average problems of a teenage girl at high school like choosing between two boys, though Stephenie Meyer expertly adds fantasy and the fight between good and evil by making the boys a vampire and a werewolf.  Bella Swan is also faced with the fact that an old enemy is raising an entire vampire army to come and kill her, and that she her-self is scheduled to become a vampire pretty soon, so she has a lot on! Stephenie captures the idea of love and romance well and encapsulates how much you are supposed to hate or love a character.

Since Twilight came out as a film there have been a lot of reviews saying things like “move over Harry Potter” or “The Next J.K Rowling?”  Personally I agree though it is a very strange comparison for the style and plot of Harry Potter is very different.

The last subject I will touch on is the fact that since the film came out there have been a lot of accusations that a lot of girls who read twilight only read it for the novelty of the actor Edward Cullen.  I strongly disagree and think Eclipse and the rest of the saga are genuinely superb books.
